Do photovoltaic panels block solar radiation?

Shade under photovoltaic panels was compared to shade under cloth that has 80% blockage of solar radiation

based on time spent under the shade by sheep and ewes. The animals spent more than 70% of their time under

the shade from photovoltaic panels when solar radiation was wqual or greater than 800W m -2.

 

Are solar panels good for livestock?

High levels of solar radiance in tropical countries heat-stresses livestock. Lambs graze for longer times than

ewes. Sheep unconditionally preferred shade from solar panels over 80%-blockage cloth.Photovoltaic panels

are a novel alternative to shade animals.
