Who are Sunergise New Zealand & Tonga Power Limited?

The Tonga Outer Islands Solar Electrification Program has been in operation since 1987, covering the Vava'u
and Ha'apal island groups. Almost 90% of the population of these outer islands now has electricity, which
equates to approximately 2000 systems, 230 kWp of solar energy and 2600 kWh of stored energy. The aim of
